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Service Guidelines

= Follow the directions of greeters, hosts, Pastor,
and elders about how and when to enter, where
to sit, how to receive communion, when to exit,
and so forth

= Don’t come if you are sick, have symptoms, or
have potentially been exposed

= No handshakes, hugs, or touches. Keep 6 feet
apart unless you are a joint household

= Masks are to be worn at all times (if possible),
especially entering, exiting, and moving about

= Movement into & out of the sanctuary should be
kept to a minimum

= Be gracious & considerate of your neighbors

= Don’t overcrowd — cars, conversations/groups in
walkways or doorways, etc.

= Extended conversations are encouraged, but
outdoors & after service

Boly Communion

Distribution will be in a continuous line, not at the altar rail. The body of Christ will be given into the hand. The
blood of Christ will be received from individual glass cups.

During the distribution, silently pray for your brothers and sisters in Christ present and absent, for those in
need, for your own family and friends, and for yourselves.

Christian Questions & Answers
Prepared by Dr. Martin Luther
for those who intend to go to the Sacrament.
After confession and instruction in the Ten
Commandments, the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer, and
the Sacraments of Baptism and the Lord’s Supper,
Christians may ask themselves these questions:

14. What convinces you to believe the Sacrament is Christ’s
true body and blood? The word of Christ: Take, eat, this
is My body; drink of it, all of you, this is My blood.

15. What should we do when we eat His body and drink
His blood, and in this way receive His pledge? We
should remember and proclaim His death and the
shedding of His blood, as He taught us: This do, as
often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.

16. Why should we remember and proclaim His death?
First, so that we may learn to believe that no
creature could make satisfaction for our sins. Only
Christ, true God and man, could do that. Second, so
we may learn to be horrified by our sins, and to
regard them as very serious. Third, so we may find
joy and comfort in Christ alone, and through faith
in Him be saved.
