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Service Guidelines

His great love for His Father and for 

me and other sinners, as it is written in John 14;

18. Finally, why do you wish to go to the Sacrament? 

That I may learn to believe that Christ, out of great 

love, died for my sin, and also learn from Him to 

love God and my neighbor. 
 

19. What should admonish and encourage a Christian to 

receive the Sacrament frequently? First, both the 

command and the promise of Christ the Lord. 

Second, his own pressing need, because of which 

the command, encouragement, and promise are
