Service Guidelines

= Follow the directions of greeters, hosts, Pastor,
and elders about how and when to enter, where
to sit, how to receive communion, when to exit,
and so forth

= Don’t come if you are sick, have symptoms, or
have potentially been exposed

= No handshakes, hugs, or touches. Keep 6 feet
apart unless you are a joint household

= Masks are to be worn at all times (if possible),
especially entering, exiting, and moving about

= Movement into & out of the sanctuary should be
kept to a minimum

= Be gracious & considerate of your neighbors

= Don’t overcrowd — cars, conversations/groups in
walkways or doorways, etc.

= Extended conversations are encouraged, but
outdoors & after service

The Ten Commandments

From the Large Catechism: With the words, “You
shall not take the name of God in vain,” God at the
same time gives us to understand that we are to use
His name properly, for it has been revealed and
given to us precisely for our use and benefit. Since
we are forbidden here to use the name is support of
falsehood or wickedness, it follows, conversely that
we are commanded to use it in the service of truth
and all that is good —for example, when we swear
[an oath] properly where it is necessary and
required. So, also, when we teach properly; again,
when we call on His name in time of need, or praise
and thank Him in time of prosperity.
