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Service Guidelines

▪ Don’t overcrowd – cars, conversations/groups in 

walkways or doorways, etc.

safe there. The remaining parts of this article simply 

serve to clarify and express how and by what 

means this redemption was accomplished—that is, 

how much it cost Christ and what he paid and 

risked in order to win us and bring us under his 

dominion. . . . All [of it] in order to become my
