Second, he should look around to see whether he is 

still in the world, and remember that there will be 

no lack of sin and trouble, as the Scriptures say in 

John 15–16 and in 1 John 2 and 5. 

 

Third, he will certainly have the devil also around 

him, who with his lying and murdering day and 

night will let him have no peace, within or without, 

as the Scriptures picture him in John 8 and 16; 1
