The Sacrament of the Altar
As the head of the family should teach it to his household.

Who receives this sacrament worthily? Fasting and
bodily preparation are certainly fine outward
training. But that person is truly worthy and well
prepared who has faith in these words: “Given and
shed for you for the forgiveness of sins.” But
anyone who does not believe these words or doubts
them is unworthy and unprepared, for the words
“for you” require all hearts to believe.

From the Large Catechism: Whoever would gladly
receive grace and comfort should drive himself [to
the Sacrament] and allow no one to frighten him
away. Say, “I, indeed, would like to be worthy. But
I come, not upon any worthiness, but upon Your
Word, because You have commanded it. I come as
one who would gladly be Your disciple, no matter
what becomes of my unworthiness.” This is difficult.
We always have this obstacle and hindrance to
encounter: we look more upon ourselves than upon
Christ’'s Word and lips. For human nature desires to
act in such a way that it can stand and rest firmly on
itself.
