On Christ’s Ascension
In the Creed we confess: “I believe . . . in Jesus Christ,
[who] ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of
God the Father Almighty.” What does this mean?

After His resurrection, [Christ] entirely laid aside the
form of a servant, but not the human nature, and
was established in the full use, manifestation, and
declaration of the divine majesty. In this way He
entered into His glory (Phil. 2:6-11). So now not just
as God, but also as man He knows all things and can
do all things. He is present with all creatures, and
has under His feet and in His hands everything that
is in heaven and on earth and under the earth.

Now he has ascended to heaven, not merely as any
other saint, but as the apostle testifies, above all
heavens. He also truly fills all things, being present
everywhere, not only as God, but also as man. He
rules from sea to sea and to the ends of the earth, as
the prophets predict and the apostles testify. . ..
